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One of the claims by young-earth creationists is that the old-earth theory waters
down, or weakens, Gods powers, by in effect saying that if God could not create the earth
in six days, then he must not be as powerful as the Omnipotent God of the young earth
believer.

Here again, simple logic will prevail. It doesn't matter how long the period of creation
is, God's power is beyond comprehension, beyond anyone else's capabilities, and He
remains omnipotent no matter how long creation lasted.

To prove this, here is the simple argument. I challenge any young-earth creationist to
do this...starting right now, I challenge you to create a brand new world, complete with
new plant and animal species, complete with a thriving ecosystem, complete with coal
beds, fossils, oceans, etc. And, I'll even be generous and give you 10 billion years to do
it. Can you do it? Of course not. But the all-powerful, omnipotent God that I worship
can, and did do it.

Could He have done it in six days? Sure, if He wanted to. If He wanted to, He could
have done it in 6 seconds. Is the God of the six-day creation weaker because He didn't do
it in 6 seconds? Of course not.

The creation itself testifies to its age. Job 12:8 says "Speak to the earth, and it will
teach you." 1Tt would be nice if people would listen with an open mind.

One more point to ponder. Old-earth creationists say the earth is 4.5 billion years old.
Was God here 4.5 billion years ago? Obviously, the answer has to be yes. By young-
earth standards, what was God doing in the billions of years before the six 24-hour day
creation event? Did He just sit around twiddling his thumbs? Think about it.
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
